A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF CAMP VERDE, YAVAPAI COUNTY, ARIZONA,
ESTABLISHING THAT THE WINDENING AND IMPROVEMENTS
TO STATE ROUTE 260 FROM |-17 TO THOUSAND TRAILS
IS A TOP PRIORITY OF THE TOWN OF CAMP VERDE
AND THE VERDE VALLEY

WHEREAS, numerous and fatal accidents have occurred on this stretch of State Route 260; and

WHEREAS, the Stale, Local, and County governments are charged with protecting the health, safety, and welfare of
the citizens of Camp Verde and the Verde Valley; and

WHEREAS, the Verde Valley Transportation Planning Organization (WTPO) met and voted unanimously that SR
260 is a top priority in the Verde Valley; and

WHEREAS, the Verde Valley communities will submit letters and resoiutions of support at the June 19, 2009 State
Transportation Board meeting and submit for the Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER}
stimulus competitive program;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of Camp Verde strongly
support the VWTPO’s unanimous vote to declare that the SR 260 Highway Corridor as the most significant and
needed road project for the Verde Valley region with the following criteria: 1) intersections no less than one mile apart
on the remaining eight-mile stretch; and 2) to pursue the construction of the Forest Service alignment from Thousand
Trails to General Crook Trail if intersections become less than one mile apart. WHEREAS, the health, safety, and welfare
of the citizens of Camp Verde and the Verde Valley is vital consideration; and
