ARTICLBA-6

EFFECT OF REPEAL

When any ordinance repealing a former ordinance, clause or provision shall be itself repealed, such repeal sha
be construed to revive such former ordilzrseepcprovision, unless it shall be expressly so provided. The

repeal of an ordinance shall not affect any punishment or penalty incurred before the repeal took effect nor any
prosecution or proceeding pending at the time of the repefnés emywiitted under the ordinance repealed.
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ARTICLEA-7

SEVERABILITY PRRTSOF CODE

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Council that the sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and pt
of this code shall be severable, and, d\asippof this code is held unconstitutional for any reason by a court of
competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of the code.

ARTICLE-8

PENALTY

A. Any person found guilty of violating any gro¥/tsiisncode, except as otherwise provided, shall be guilty of a
Class 2 misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be punished as provided by law.

E. The Mayor shall perform suchchtties required by state stathudtehis code as well as those duties
required as the Elected Official who is chief executive officer of the Town.

F. Atthe first meeting in January of each year, Council shall adopt a Policy Statement thatyautioorizes the Ma

A. No ordinance, resolution, or franchise shall become operative until thirty days after its passage by the Coun
and execution by the Mayor, except measures permitted by law to be adopted as an emergency that are
necessary for the immaedpreservation of the peace, health or safety of the Town, but such an emergency
measure shall not become immediately operative unless it states in a separate section the reason why it is
necessary that it should become immediately operative,itiscapplessd by the affirmative vote of
threefourths of all the members elected to the Council, taken by ayes and nays.

A subcommittee of members of the board or commission may mepemalipoojests as long as such
subcommittee is less than a majority of members, such special subcommittee may be assigned only from tt
membership and shall not be construed to allow for appoinrtmemtbeafrsdo any special committee or

group unlesgproved by the Council in advance of such action.

. Boards and commissions should review the proposed budget of the affected department where appropriate
Such review should provide general guidance to the department. No formal changes to ¢hegmoposed budg
be made without the department head's approval. Should conflicts arise, such may be referred to the Town
Manager in writing, if deemed appropriate.

Boards and commissimall annually review, as necessary, the operating policies and ptioaedures for

activity within their purview. Changes deemed appropriate by the board or commission shall be forwarded, i
writing, to the department head and Town Manager and may be provided for consideration by the Mayor an
Council if necessary.

Boards and corssions shall annually, if necessary, conduct a review of the facilities to include buildings,
grounds or any other real property or facilities operated by the Town that are within their purview. A report o
review shall be issued for consideratierdepartment head and Town Manager and referred to the Council

if necessary for formal consideration.

. A development plan may be developed by the board or commission regarding the department activities that
are empowered to act upon. Such plarbshiomearthinking (five years) and include considerations for the
facilities, staffing, equipment, materials, and other ie@sl ddemmission shellbmit such report to

the department head and Town Manager for review for final consideration.

. Mambers of boards and commissions are hereby encouraged to interact with persons serving in similar
capacities in other communities as well as those regional and state officials whose duties include an advisol
capacity to them. The purpose of this chaptéo encumber each of the boards and commissions with

specific duties and responsibilities as to interfere with the opportunity for expression of imagination and
creativity. Rather, it is the intent of this chapter to assure the orderly aral tfrtaly loosidess of

boards and commissions. Structured activity, pracelduobisies are needed to ensure that the work of the
board or commission is worthwhile, prododtateccessful.

A board or commission may vote to consider a regoedtiiogsa joint work session with the Council. Such
request may be made in writing after approval of the board or commission and shall include a description of
reason(s) for the meeting. Such request shall then betptbschteeh Manafprcasideration of the

Council. The Council may also request joint work sessions with any board or commission and may set any i
for discussion at such meeting.

All powers and authorities of the Town are reserved to the MayqreacdpZ oniticd emtehat they are

specifically delegated to various members of the staff or board or commission by the Mayor and Council or |
statute. Boards and commissions serve in an advisory capacity. Notwithstanding such reservation, the folloy
powers and authesdtare delegated to the boards or commissions:
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1. Each board or commission shall have the power and the express authority to review those matters
specifically assigned to it by ordinance or statute.They shall have the power and authority to issue
reports anid discuss such reports with the manager and the Council and to hold any necessary publi
forums required to assist them in the development of any such reports. Said public forums may inclu
discussion with the press, discussions with the pubdt spgerameetings and public hearings.

In no case, however, shall a board or commission have the power or authority to enter into a contrac
to obligate the Town to expend funds. Any such contract or obligation of funds shall be undertaken
requessubmitted to the Town Manager. Such request shall be responded to, in writing, either
positively or negatively within thirty days of receipt of such request by the Town Manager.

2. Executive sessions, as may be allowed pursuant-#8ARS,3& may beemuled, to discuss
legal matters or property acquisition, shall be requested by the chairman and scheduled jointly with t
Council.

SECTION-6-1 ANIMAL CONTROL @mHR

Pursuant to AR®299.04, as may be amended, the Town hereby establishes the office of animal control office
(ACO) who may commence an action oripgooefedte a court for any violation or enforcement of this

chapter, other local ordinances, and state statutes relating to animal control which occurs within the jurisdict
of the Town. Any certified peace officer may also enforce this chegrieprut ditsinies.

Animal Conti©Fficers and certified peace officers may issue citations to the owner, or other person acting for
the owner, when a dog is permitted at large. The procedure for the issuance of a notice to appear shall be a
provided for peace officers in A.R3303cept that Animal Control Officer shall not make an arrest before
issuing the notice. The issuance of citations pursuant to this Ordinance shall be subject to the provisions of
A.R.S. 13899.
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C. Itis unlawful for any person to interfere with thexA®Oenforcement agent in the performance of their
duties.

SECTION-6-2 DOGS AT LARGE15A412)

A. Every person owning or having charge, care, custody or control of a dog of any age shall keep such
Dog exclusively upon the owner's property and shall have the dog restrained by a sufficient fence,
leash, or both; provided, however, that a dog may be on such owner's premises and not restrained by
fence or leash as long asunder the immediate control of a competent person through voice or
physical command.

B. Tethers on an owner's premises must follow the following guidelines:

1. The tether shall be attached to a properly fitted collar or hameds prang collar is
prohibited.

It is unlawful for any person to own, possess, harbor, or control any animal or bird which frequently or for
continuous duration barks, howls, meows, squawks, or makes other aggravating noises if they are clearly
audible beydrthe property line of the property on which they are conducted and they unreasonably disturb tt
peace and quiet of the neighborhood.

No person shall keep or harbor an animal which barks, howls, meows, squawks, or makes other aggravatin
noises in vidian of this section. It shall be a violation of this section if the barks, howls, meows, squawks, or
other aggravating noises that are made continually occur and are audible beyond the property line of the
premises on which the animal is located If:

1. Itoccurs for more than five (5) minutes between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.; or
2. It occurs for more than fifteen (15) minutes between the hours of 8:a.m. and 10:00 p.m.; or
3. For a shorter duration during the period cited above, but on m@edteasiors within

a given ten (10) day period if attested to by complaints from two or more separate properties
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C. It shall be a defense to such violation if the owner of an animal proves by a preponderance of the evidence
the animal was barkingJihgnwmeowingguawking, or making other aggravating noises because it was being
provoked by a person or otherwise being incited to make noise.

A. Any person who keeps or causes to be kept any horse, mute, gaitle sheep, swine (including potbellied

pigs), or other livestock or poultry shall keep such animals in a pen or similar enclosure to prevent the animal fr
being at large within Town limits. Any such animal found at large may be impaiosddor, patie tio be paid

by the owners or responsible parties, and a citation for animal at large may be issued.

1. Itis unlawful to intentionally or knowingly feed or keep any feral animal within the town limits as feral
animalsanstitute health and environmental risks to domesticated animals, wildlife, and persons.

For temporary mining operations, such as major grading operations where excavated fill is to be solc
other similar types of operations, a permirevigwesl and approved by the Council without
advertising a public hearing when these operations do not-eegeeeri@@0lf such operations
are to exceed a-@8y time period, but are less than six months in duration, the Commission shall
review th&emporary Use Permit and forward a recommendation to Council. Upon filing an applicatio
for a temporary mining operation, the operator shall provide the following information:
a. The site plan and permit requirements for permanent mining operatohs st @)
paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 ofSdtdtion.
b. The excavation and restoration information required in Subsection D, paragraphs 2, 3, 4 and 5
thisSection.
c. Other information as requested by Council.

F. Transfer of Use Permit

Use permits for mining, quarrying, extracting and processing operations are not
transferable unless, prior to the transfer of the use permit the current holder of the use
permit provides the Town of Camp Verde, Community Development Department:
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1. Notice of the pending transfer;

2. A copy of a recordable document pursuant to which the person or entity acquiring the

use permit agrees to be bound by all terms, conditions and obligations of the use
permit; and

3. A copy of the purchase agreement conveying the property that is the subject of the use

permit to the person or entity acquiring the use permit.

If the Town of Camp Verde Community Development Department determines that
these conditions have been satisfied, the Town of Camp Verde Community
Development Department shall notify the person or entity acquiring the use permit
that the use permit may be transferred effective the date that the party or entity
acquiring the use permit records: (I) the deed conveying the property that is the
subject of the use permit to the person or entity acquiring the use permit and (l1)
the document pursuant to which the person or entity acquiring the use permit
agrees to be bound by all terms, conditions and obligations of the use permit.

SECTION-84 GENERAL REGULAHON

The general regulations containedAnithésshall apply to all mining operations and permits.
